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Alloy creatures are even more terrifying than steel creatures; not only do their strength and speed 

surpass those of steel creatures, but the hardness and toughness of their metallic bodies are also 

significantly superior. 

The hardness and toughness of steel creatures generally range from 5 to 10, while those of alloy 

creatures fall between 5 and 20. Once the hardness and toughness exceed 10, even handgun 

bullets would have a hard time causing damage to alloy creatures.
